Curb-Mounted Skylight Replacement 

Think ofa curb-mounted skylight like a shoebox. The bottom
of the box is the curb and the lid is the skylight. The best
practice is to replace both the curb and the skylight during
a replacement. An installer will need to remove all of the
adjacent shingles (or rubber roofing) and the old skylight.
There are some instances, however, when the curb is new and
just the skylight needs to be replaced due to damage.

Deck-Mounted Skylight Replacement 
For a deck-mountedskylight, the skylight mounts directly to the roof
deck. An installer will need to remove all of the adjacent shingles, the
old skylight, as well as the flashing and underlayment. The entire unit
will need to be removed before installing a new unit with the
appropriate underlayment and flashing.

The First Layer – seal.
•Deck-mounted skylights have the

deck seal: a continuous steeling
mounting bracket surrounding the
skylight that is lined with closed-
cell foam. When nailed to the roof
deck, the closed-cell foam contours
to the roof deck to create a water
and airtight seal.

•Curb-mounted skylights come with
a pre-attached skylight gasket that
creates a tight seal between the
curb and the skylight.

The Second Layer – adhesive
underlayment.
•Similar to thick pieces of tape in

strips 25 feet long and 9 inches
wide, the underlayment is installed
up the side of the skylights and
over the deck seal on a deck-
mounted skylight or from the roof
and up the side of the curb on a
curb-mounted skylight.

When you replace your old skylight, we work to make your installation as
simple as possible to eliminate mistakes that can lead to leaks. Our new
skylights and flashing kits come with everything a roofer, builder, or a general
contractor needs to assure water won’t get in after the skylight has been
installed.

The Third Layer – step flashing
•Step flashing is commonly used

roofing material where one section
of the roof meets a wall (look
around your chimney and vents).
This technique means alternating
metal flashing pieces with the
roofing materials, starting at the
bottom of the skylight and working
up to the top.
